Boolean operator 

 
  Combined search terms using “AND” , “OR” , “NOT” 

  Helps you retrieve more result (OR) or less (AND,NOT) 



Boolean Operator: AND 

Combines two or more search words or phrases 

together 
 

Ex: “Diabetic foot” AND “Treatment” 
 

Only retrieves documents containing both terms! 

 

 



Boolean Operator: OR 

  Tells the search engine that either or both of 

your search terms can appear in your results. 
 

 

Ex: “Diabetic foot” OR “Treatment” 

 



Boolean Operator: NOT 

 Tells the search engine that you do not want the word 

after the “NOT” operator to appear in the results of 

your search. 

 

 

Ex: “Diabetic foot” NOT 

“Treatment”

descriptors is updated annually 

  Search Indexed for MEDLINE citations ( 92% of the PubMed 

database ) using MeSH terms 

 Limit searches to citations where the MeSH term is the major focus 

of the article 

 Use subheading check boxes to build complex search strategies

TRIP Database 

The TRIP Database is produced by TRIP Database 

Ltd. (Turning Research Into Practice) 

The aims of the TRIP Database :allowing health 

professionals to easily find the highest-quality material 

available on the web.  

The content of the site is reviewed monthly and new 

material from the publications covered is added to the 

site.  

Typically 300-400 new articles are added monthly.  



TRIP Contents  

Evidence-based. Sites included in this 
section invariably have an explicit process 
of secondary review of primary papers. 
Content includes systematic reviews, CATs, 
and journal clubs.  

Guidelines. The TRIP Database has the 
world's largest collection of clinical 
guidelines.  

Query-answering. Query-answering services 
essentially allow users to ask a clinical 
question and then specialists answer the 
question. This is a very specialized area and 
generates clinical answers to real clinical 
questions making the answers highly 
relevant to clinical care.

 Medical Images. With over 80,000 medical images  

 eTextbooks. eTextbooks tend not to be as up to date as other sources 

(although sources such as eMedicine.com are frequently updated) but 

they can be very good for giving a broad understanding of an area.  

 Patient Information Leaflets. Brings together a number of patient 

information sources from around the world.  

 Peer-reviewed journals. Using a special interface the TRIP Database 

automatically searches PubMed using validated search filters to return 

highly-focused results.

 Intitle: Requires terms to appear in the title of the document  

      eg. intitle:”thyroid disorders” 

 Allintitle: Requires all terms to appear in the title of the 
document. 

      eg. Allintitle:“thyroid disorders” 

 Site: used to search within a particular site  

     eg. Site:ac.ir “diabetes” 

 Inurl: requires terms to be in the url. 

     eg. inurl:diabetes.ir 

 Filetype: only searches particular types of documents
